Operating Instructions:

SECURING THE TOOL

1.	 Place tool jaws into the Heavy Rescue Mount.
2.	 Place and hold the tool handle against the sure Grip XL Base(1). (see below)
3.	 Place the Strap (3) over the handles. Wrap it around the oval-shaped post from the side.
4.	 While maintaining tension on the strap, pull away from the Base to tighten, then connect the hook 

pad and the loop pad to secure.

REMOVING THE TOOL

1.	 Grab the end of the strap(3) at the red tab and pull away from the Base(1) to release the hook & 
loop connection.

2.	 Pull the tool handle towards you, through the loosened strap and lift the jaws out of the lower 
mount. Strap will free itself as you pull.

Mounting Instructions:
	
To Mount the QM-ET-TTC or QM-ET-TTS: See  page 4 or 6
1.	 Using the pattern shown on page 4 or 6, mark and drill four clearance holes for 3/8" hardware(not included).
2.	 The base mount may be spaced out from the surface a maximum of 5" for tool clearance(not Included). 

To Mount the SG-VM-XL: See page 2 

1.	 Using the pattern shown in figure 1. Mark and drill two clearance holes for the supplied 1/4" hardware.
2.	 Attach Base to mounting surface using Truss Head Screws (5) combined with 1/4" nuts (6) and  

washers (7)(10). Use longer Truss Head screws if needed. (See Figure 2)
3.	 Adhere the Pad (9) to the flat portion of Base (see Figure 2).
